An applicant must meet the following requirements to be considered:

The scholarships will be made available to the legal dependants of current and past members of Local 452 in good standing or as deemed qualified by the 452 Scholarship committee.  

The scholarship will be used for university/college/trade school expenses: i.e. tuition,

books. Scholarship award winners will have their funds transferred to their schools account once the information is provided.

Applicants must be a senior in high school or in their final year and must be planning to attend an accredited university, community college, or trade school.

The applicant must not have been convicted of any crime resulting in incarceration or probationary sentences.

Applicants must personally complete all components of the application packet.

All correspondence and communication about the scholarship application must come

from and/or will be directed to the applicant.  The selection committee will be comprised of three members of the Executive Board and two members at large. All appointments will be made by the President
